Find Your Identity


· Materials required: Attendee name badges; Alias name badges (name cards on the following sheets)
· Directions for set-up: Cut out the name cards on the following sheets. Prepare name badges with the actual attendee names. The alias name badges must be large enough to cover the attendee name badges. Give each attendee another attendee’s name (not their own) and a disguise name to cover it up. No one should receive their own name and the person’s name that they do have should be hidden beneath the alias name.
· Directions to attendees: Instruct attendees to get their identities back. Tell them to look for their identity. They will start by locating the mate to their alias, first (Romeo finds Juliet; Costello finds Abbott, Robin finds Batman, etc). Next, they will ask other person the following questions in order for them to reveal the name beneath their alias:
·  What do you do and where?
·  What makes you better at what you do than
 the average person?
·  What is the best app or software you have
 used?
·  What is under your bed or in your car trunk?

Once they have answered the question, they will reveal the name they have underneath the alias. If they have found their identity, then they are done. If it is not their identify, they must keep going to a new person.


The Perfect Pair


Materials: Pairs name cards.

Directions for set-up: Cut out the name cards on the following sheets.

Directions for attendees: Distribute one name card to each attendee. Cards should be distributed in an even amount so that complete pairs are represented. Instruct attendees to find their mate and ask 4-5 questions as they interview their mate about their work or hobbies. Attendees create their own questions or you can provide the following:
 
1. Where do you work?
2. What do you do for a living?
3. What would you change about your work if you could?
4. What was your dream job as a child?
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
